Endless Ocean – Cross Curricular Planning
About the unit

Using the Nintendo Wii and Endless Ocean game to deliver cross curricular activities. 

Originally, these activities were set for a class of 30 children to complete over one day, rotating around each activity after 40 minutes or so.

However, these activities could also be carried out as a whole class or in groups over either a week or during other lessons over a half term.
Some of the activities may appear quite ‘heavy’ with new technology this was purely because, as a City Learning Centre we are expected to embed technology where it is of benefit – I have added alternative activities for those of you who don’t have the time or resources!

Some of the activities were inspired by Stirling LEA’s work and I am indebted to Margaret Cassidy @ Stirling for her help.

	Pupils should learn to begin to ask questions about the world’s oceans and their environment

(Links to Science Unit 4B – habitats and Geography Unit 11 – Water, Unit 23 – Investigating Coasts)
	Introduction to Endless Ocean and the Wii (Whole Class)

· Google Earth Activity – identify the world’s oceans using the ‘Oceans layer’. As a class (on the IWB) add place marks for each of the oceans.
· Shared concept map – what do we know already? What do we want to know? On the IWB using Activ Primary / http://mind42.com/ 
· Children to complete their own mind maps and add to them during the project
· Enquiry wall – provide access to an IWB and either Wallwisher (www.wallwisher.com) or Activ Primary  for children to add their questions relating to oceans during the activities. Review at in final lesson.
· Endless Ocean – set up game and look at how to ‘dive’

	Pupils should learn about different species of sea creatures and the ocean environment

(Links to Science Unit 4B – habitats, Unit 11 – Water and Geography Unit 23 – Investigating Coasts)


	Diving (Pairs)

Pairs dive, each child taking turn to be the diver. Other pupil to keep notes in a divers log book including a tally of different species encountered.

Note: This activity to be carried out during the school day when other children are engaged in other work.

	Pupils should learn how to find, collate and present information about the world’s oceans and the environment

(Links to Literacy Framework – Strand 7 Understanding and Interpreting Texts)
	Researching Oceans (Pairs or Individual)

Pupils use bookmarked web site to find out about specific topics relating to oceans. Add their own page to a class wiki (using www.wikispaces.com – sign up for a free educator’s account which allows easy set up of multiple pupil users).

Alternatively

Create own booklets/fact sheets that can be collated into a whole class folder of work or displayed

	Pupils should learn how to collate, present and interpret data from dives

(Links to Primary Framework for Maths - Solve problems by collecting, selecting, processing, presenting and interpreting data, using ICT where appropriate; draw conclusions and identify further questions to ask)

	Data Handling from Dive Data (Individual)

Children will complete spreadsheets and produce a graph of their choice to represent the number of different species. They will calculate the sum of each species and the average of each species found at each location.


	Completed tally charts from dives

Microsoft Excel or another child-friendly software program such as Spreadsheet CT from Textease

	Pupils should learn how to write a script and use a DV camera or other recording device

(Links to Primary Framework for Literacy – Strand 4 – Drama)
	Creating a News Report (Small Groups)

Children will complete template scripts for a simple news report of the dives. Children will compile a short news report against a blue screen (with Endless Ocean backdrop behind) through video.

Or 

Children record radio adverts for a diving tour of the Manuarai sea.

	Pupils should learn about oceans and the environment

	Tweeting with an Expert (Whole Class)

Set up a class twitter account (for e-safety reasons it must be a class account and must restrict who can follow the updates) and send tweets from the class asking about oceans to an expert on the subject. Read replies and discuss.

	Using Google Earth to Explore the Oceans (Whole class followed by Pair work)

Explore the oceans layer and add place marks including links to useful web sites and photographs about places of interest in the world’s oceans.

	Pupils should learn how to write a diary entry

	Writing a Divers Log (Individual)

Children make a booklet and decorate it which will act as a diver’s log during the activities. They will use this to keep a record of their dives – including: where they dived, what they saw and other notes of interest.

This could be in the form of a blog – see http://edublogs.org/ for information on setting up a free class blog that student’s can write to. This could then be made available to other classes and parents.
